Getting to Know You

June Doud

“Almost born in an elevator” were
June’s mother’s words of her birth.
She was #3 in the family of 3 girls and
a boy. Her first classroom was a one-
room schoolhouse on Buffalo Road.
June said she acquired a police record
at the tender age of 2% when along
with playmates (the oldest a 5 year
old) decided to go to a candy store on
Clinton Avenue. They were picked up
by police after becoming lost. The
newspaper headline read “You should
have seen them bawl!”. When asked
their names, the 5 year old answered
“I’m Nancy, but I don’t know who
they are”. Of course, it was a happy
ending with ice-cream cones for all.

Another adventure on Buffalo Road
was a run-in with a turkey while
delivering a pie to a neighbor living
across the road. He came after June,




pecking at her legs as she ran.
Needless to say the pie didn’t survive
the attack. The only turkey June
likes, to this day, is one served on a
platter.

Once, she and her sister were given a
dime by a man from Harris Seed
Company. Their home was next to
Harris Seed land. They decided to
bury their treasure in the field for
safekeeping, marking it with a cross.
Their shock came later when the field
was plowed and no markers could be
found. When the story came out, they
were rewarded with a quarter each
for their loss.

The family moved to Kendall, NY,
where June graduated from high
school. She started working for the
Rochester Manpower organization in
the Accounting Dept. Future
husband, Russ, was a Navy buddy of
her cousin. The two came home from
New Jersey together, on leave. On
February 28, 1958, a family wedding
was held in Norfolk, VA. They will
always remember the truck driver, a
stranger to them, who presented a
cake with the words “Be happy, Russ
and June”.

June became the typical 1950’s
“happy-homemaker”. She was upset
to learn that her ironing skills did not
include a Navy uniform. After
proudly showing Russ the beautiful
crease down the front of his white
dress pants, she learned that not only
are they never creased in front, but
are ironed inside out, flat, with side
creases. Even more important, she
learned that her new husband had a
good sense of humor.

They became parents of a son,
adopted at 11 years old. He was

training to be a paralegal and a lover
of football when he was killed in a
tragic accident at age 29. lronically,
the drunk driver responsible, was an
under-coach for a Pro-football team.

Their professional lives included
many jobs and moves to new
locations. While Russ took part in the
evacuation of Lebanon and spent 13
months in Viet Nam, June was
working in Connecticut for the Navy
Department. In the 10 years spent
with the Navy Department, she
worked he way up to Supervisor of the
Receipt Control branch. She was
located on a submarine base where
supplies were made ready for
deployment of personnel for 3 to 6
month stretches. One incident
illustrated how important every-day
items became in this situation. There
was huge concern when on-order soy
sauce did not arrive until close to
departure. Before the order was
loaded, June added her own touch---
fake vomit! Ever since those years on
a sub base, where June saw, first-
hand, how appreciated items from
home became, she has stayed aware
and ready to help coordinate efforts,
We were grateful for her knowledge
when we had our own collection for
the troops here at the Senior Center
this fall.

After 20 years in the Navy, Russ
retired and went to work for the
Border Patrol, assisted by a “drug-
sniffing” dog. He was assigned to
Houghton, ME and then the New
York/Canadian border. In 1982,
when they were transferred to the
West Coast, Russ was assigned to
LAX. June applied for Civil Service
status while living in Torrence, CA.
She was hired for the Contractor
Administrative Assistant position, in
the Defense Department, due to the



diversity of her work at Manpower in
Rochester and on the submarine base.
Their contracts were largely with
Allied Signal during the Desert Storm
era. Her responsibilities were to
ensure that the necessary supplies
were available, not delinquent, and
that property on loan was returned
before the contract was closed. She
taught classes to groups “out of
desperation” showing her method
(using different colored pens) of
completing contracts in a systematic
manner. Her main goal, while
working for the military, was to “keep
them safe and happy”. Russ retired
from US Customs in 1996. June
followed in his foot-steps in 1997.

Extended family was living in this
part of New York when Russ and
June bought a home in Alboin. While
spending time at the Senior Center,
June was encouraged, by Jim Rich, to
take the volunteer position of
Treasurer of the Sweden Senior
Association, Inc, (formerly known as
the Site Council). Nancy Duff and
Ricky DeBaun completed the
“encouragement”. The treasurer’s
position has been in June’s capable
hands since 2000. You will find her
volunteering behind the front office
window every Tuesday if you want to
